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INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS ON THE
PREPARATION OF DATA FOR SUPPLEMENTS

i\Ianuscripts submitted for publication in the supplements, â€œCancerChemotherapy
Screening Data,â€•should be sent to Dr. Joseph Leiter, National Library of Medicine, Be
thesda, Maryland 20014. They may be submitted at any time and normally will be
published 4â€”6months after they are submitted. One hundred reprints of each article, if
desired, will be furnished without charge to authors.

Papers should include a brief but specific section on Materials and Method, including
such information as how the compounds were administered, what solvents were used,
what dose schedules were followed, sources of compounds, diet of animals, etc. In par
ticular, authors should indicate the basis upon which they evaluate their findings.

The text should be preceded by a brief summary. Inasmuch as the major objective of
the supplements is to provide a medium for the presentation of tabular data, summaries
should be restricted to a rÃ©sumÃ©of the significant results presented.

Each manuscript must consist of an original and two carbon copies. The textual por
tion of each paper must be typed, double-spaced throughout, with ample margins, on
bond paper. When preparing references, authors should follow the style used in current
supplements. Tables will be reproduced by photocopy from the original material sub
mitted. It is, therefore, essential that authors contact Dr. Leiter prior to the prepara.
tion of tables so that specific instructions on the style and format can be given.
