A national conference on gastrointestinal cancer, sponsored
by the American Cancer Society, will be held December 8
through 10, 1981, at Fontainebleau Hilton Hotel, Miami Beach,
Florida. The objective of the conference is to provide the
general medical community with the advances made in the
detection, diagnosis, and treatment of gastrointestinal cancer,
and the new information concerning etiology and possible
preventive measures. Attendance is open to members of the
medical and health-related professions. There is no registra-
tion fee, but advance registration is requested. This continuing
medical education activity meets criteria for 13 hours in
Category 1 of the Physician’s Recognition Award of the
American Medical Association.
