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Thomas Hodgkin (1798-1860)of Guy's Hospital in London pub
lished a paper, entitled "On Some Morbid Appearances of the Ab
sorbent Glands and Spleen" (Med.-Chir. Trans. 17: 68-114, 1832),
describing 7 cases of which at least 2 were lyniphogranulomas
that were later termed Hodgkin's disease by Samuel Wilks. (Guy's
Hosp. Hep., 3rd ser., 11: 56-67, 1865). The portrait of Hodgkin
originally appeared in Guy's Hospital Reports, 74-'opp. 117, 1924.
