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Ludwig Rehn (1849-1919), a surgeon of Frankfurt-am-Main,
Germany, in 1895, published a report on the occurrence of papil-
loma and carcinoma of the bladder in workers engaged in the
manufacture of fuchsin (Blasengeschwiilste bei Fuchsin-Arbeitern.
Arch. Klin. Chir., 60: 588-600, 1895). The “aniline tumors” were
the result of occupational exposures to an environment, the coal
tar industry, presenting carcinogenic hazards. This finding was
soon confirmed in other German sources and in sources from other
countries (O. Leichtenstern, Ueber Harnblasenentzundung und
Harnblasengeschwiilst bei Arbeitern in Farbfabriken. Deut. Med.
Wochschr., 24: 709-713, 1898).

Wilhelm C. Hueper (b. 1894), pathologist and authority on
occupational cancer, in 1938, succeeded in producing bladder
papillomatosis and carcinomatosis in dogs that received 2-naph-
thylamine for 20 to 30 months, thus also identifying one of the
potent chemical carcinogens in the aniline dye manufacturing
process (W. C. Hueper, F. H. Wiley, and H. D. Wolfe. Experi-
mental Production of Bladder Tumors in Dogs by Administration
of B-Naphthylamine. J. Indust. Hyg. Toxicol,, 20: 46-84, 1938).
