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COVER LEGEND

Dr. Harold L. Stewart (b. 1899), former Chief of the Laboratory of
Pathology of the National Cancer Institute, and Dr. Thelma Brum-
field Dunn (b. 1900), of the same laboratory, for three decades have
been outstanding authorities and sources of knowledge concerning
spontaneous and induced neoplasms in laboratory mice, experimental
tumorigenesis, and comparative pathology.

Dr. Stewart’s contributions include the induction and characteriza-
tion of cancers of the alimentary tract (H. L. Stewart and E. Lorenz,
J. Natl. Cancer Inst., 2: 193-196, 1941; J. White and H. L. Stewart,
J. Natl. Cancer Inst., 3: 331-347, 1952; H. L. Stewart, K. C. Snell,
H. P. Morris, B. P. Wagner, and F. E. Ray, J. Natl. Cancer Inst.,
34: 157-174, 1965; K. C. Snell and H. L. Stewart, Science, /63: 470,
1969).

Dr. Dunn’s chief interests have been in hematopoietic and lympho-
reticular neoplasms (T. B. Dunn, J. Natl. Cancer Inst., /4: 1281-
1483, 1954; M. K. Deringer and T. B. Dunn, J. Natl. Cancer Inst., 7:
289-298, 1947. T. B. Dunn, M. Potter, J. L. Fahey, and R. M. Mer-
win, Arch. de Vecchi, 31: 67-77, 1960; T. B. Dunn, Acta Unio Intern.
Contra Cancer, 19: 665-667, 1963; T. B. Dunn and M. K. Deringer,
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J. Natl. Cancer Inst., 40: 771-821, 1968).

Stewart and Dunn have been strongly influential in national and
international organizations of pathology and cancer research. Both
are former presidents of the American Association for Cancer Re-
search (Stewart, 1958-1959; Dunn, 1961-1962). Since their retirement
in 1969, they have been organizing a Registry of Experimental Can-
cers, which will become a reference collection of neoplasms in labora-
tory animals.

The cover photograph shows the two investigators in Dr. Stewart’s
office at the National Cancer Institute where for 17 years open house
was held each day at lunch. The meal itself became a tradition in
frugality, but the intellectual fare, i.e., the stimulating discussions of
ideas, observations, and experimental designs, as well as the sparkle
of the host’s and hostess’ wit, were sufficient to lure visiting colleagues
from laboratories everywhere. Over the years, retentive habitués of
the luncheon sessions have acquired a liberal education in the sciences
and the humanities. Stewart and Dunn have long been ‘“‘pater-mater™
to the family of cancer researchers and pathologists around the globe.
